STARTUP PROCEDURE (Also see page 4)

For best results, and to insure that you DO NOT VOID your warranty on your new pressure washer, follow
these steps for assembly and startup.

1. Secure the handle to the cart by using the 2 large wing nuts provided.
2. Assemble pressure hose to trigger gun and the high pressure port on the machine.

CAUTION: Pipe sealant or Teflon tape should be used on all threaded connections. If a
joint leaks, while the trigger is disengaged and the unit is on bypass, the unit will make a
pulsing sound. This means water is leaking and the unloader valve is opening for a few
seconds. This pulsating is NOT a defect! But, it does shorten the life of the pressure regu-

CAUTION 1. tor if the leak is not corrected.
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3. Pump Oil—(The High Pressure Pump is the small dark gray/brass assembly attached to the shaft of the
engine). Remove the red shipping plug in the top of the pump, and replace it with the yellow/black
vented plug which is attached.

DO NOT ADD OIL TO THE PUMP! The sight glass on the side of the pump indicates the oil level to
be in the center of the sight glass. This is the full level. DO NOT add oil!

4. Engine Oil—(The engine is shipped without oil and WILL NOT START unless you fill the engine
with oil. See pages 1 & 2 of the Briggs owners manual for the proper oil and filling procedure. The
engine is equipped with a safety “Oil Alert” which will not allow the engine to start or run if it is low on
oil.

5. Before Starting the Engine you MUST:

A) Connect garden hose to inlet fitting of pump and turn water on (see 2 above).

B) Release gun safety, if locked.

C) Squeeze the trigger and hold it in the on position until there is a steady stream of water flowing
through the wand. This is to allow trapped air to escape from the hose and pump.

D) Open the unloader valve by turning the black plastic knob in a counter clockwise position.
This will create the least back pressure, or load, on the engine during startup.

E) The unit must sit fairly flat during operation to prevent the oil from draining to one side.

6. You should now be ready to start engine and test unit.
A) Add fuel as described on pages 1 & 2 of the Briggs” owners manual.
B) Follow “Starting” procedure on page 3 of the Briggs’ owners manual.

SPECIAL NOTE: Do not start the engine without the garden hose connected, and water turned on. Itis
also suggested you squeeze the trigger and allow water to flow while starting the engine. This reduces back
pressure and makes startup easier.

7. ENGINE WILL NOT START—If for any reason the engine WILL NOT START follow these steps:
A) DO NOT adjust any controls on engine!
B) Make certain Engine is full of oil and sitting on a flat surface.
C) Make certain engine is full of fuel: see Figure 3 on inside cover of Briggs’ owners manual!
- Choke control (1) is in choke position
- Throttle control (2) is in FAST position.
- Fuel shut-off valve (3) is ON
- Stop Control (4) is in ON position

Try Again to Start
If engine fails to start, call Maxi-Vac’s customer service at (630) 620-6669. Our staff will answer any ques-
tion regarding startup. If the engine still does NOT start, we will provide you with the

name and address of a Briggs Service Center in your area.

Briggs warranties the engine for 12 months. Their policy requires the engine to be presented at one of their
service centers. If it is a warranty issue it will be handled with NO charge.
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Please Read!

This sheet addresses most frequent “problems” or causes for calls to our customer service department for technical help.

At Assembly & Startup

Make sure the filters are in place at the garden hose fitting and suction tube.

Remove nozzle from lance and run garden hose water through the entire system to make certain the pump, pressure hose and gun/lance assem-
blies are clear.

Assemble nozzle to lance and continue normal startup procedures.

In Operation

If your unit has been functioning correctly and you experience a quick drop (or complete loss) in pressure, the nozzle may be clogged. If that occurs,
follow these steps:

Turn off the machine. Disconnect from electrical supply. Turn off garden hose.

Remove nozzle from end of lance.

Make certain nozzle is clear by back flushing with water and/or passing a small wire or pin through the orifice. Again flush with water.

While nozzle is off, again flush the unit as in the startup procedure to make certain no foreign matter is in the system. Make certain filters are
in place.

Re-assemble nozzle to lance and test. Operating pressure will be normal, if the problem was a clogged nozzle.

NOTE

Nozzles wear with use. As the opening gets larger, the pressure will go down. For a well maintained unit to function properly nozzles should be
replaced approximately once per year.

How To Make A Chemical Injector Work
The most common call Maxi-Vac receives from a new owner of a pressure washer is an inquiry which states: “IT WON’T SUCK SOAP!”

This generally means the operator does not understand — or has not read — the instructions on the Chemical Injector. Please read and follow these
simple steps:

Place the filter end of the clear plastic injector tube into a container of liquid cleaner. Keep the inlet filter below the liquid surface to avoid drawing
air into the system.

To activate the injector and make the unit “suck soap” you must now
Make sure you have the unit connected to a water hose and the water is on.
Turn on the machine
Snap the nozzle collar forward into the low pressure position.
Chemical will now flow through the plastic hose, mix with water and eject through the nozzle at low pressure.
To switch back to high pressure and clear water for rinsing, simply snap the nozzle collar backward into the high pressure position. The chemical
will stop flowing and you have clear water at high pressure.

When high pressure is required, pull nozzle toward gun, for clear water

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RULES FOR SAFE OPERATIONS

Read this manual carefully—know your equipment. Consider the applications, limitations, and the
potential hazards specific to your unit.

Water spray must never be directed towards the Pressure Washer machine itself or you may short out
the engine.

The narrow pin point stream is very powerful. It is not recommended for use on painted surfaces, wood
surfaces or items attached with an adhesive backing.

Never direct spray wand at people or pets.

Never allow children to operate Pressure Washer at any time.

Wear safety glasses and/or goggles while operating.

Turn engine off when not in use and prior to the detaching of the high pressure hose. Squeeze trigger to
eliminate line pressure.

Only Maxi-Vac Jet Streamer hoses and nozzles should be used.

Never tie knots or kink the high pressure hose as damage could result.

. Prior to starting the Pressure Washer in cold weather, be sure ice has not formed in any part of the

equipment.

Carefully observe all soap and/or chemical instructions and warnings before using. Some chemicals may
be harmful to people or damage your Pressure Washer.

To prevent accidental discharge, the spray gun should be secured by locking trigger when not in use.

Do not run the Pressure Washer for more than five minutes without depressing the trigger or damage to
the pump may result.

TIPS TO PROTECT YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

DON’T run your unit without inlet water connected and turned on. This will damage the pump and
Voids the Warranty.

To keep particles out, never operate your unit without the filter washer being properly installed in the garden hose

connector and the siphon/injector filter properly installed on the suction tube.
DON’T pump chlorine, acids, caustics or abrasive solutions through the pump.

CAUTION: Most pressure washer pumps are NOT designed to withstand chlorine, acids,

caustics, etc. If you must use such materials, a pressure washer with an injector must be

used to keep such materials from passing through the pump. Failure to follow this proce-
cAUTION  dure Voids the Warranty.

FREEZING DAMAGES PUMP—VOIDS WARRANTY—Do not store the machine in an unheated

location. Freezing temperature can damage/destroy the pump and controls. — This Voids the War-

ranty.
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TIPS TO ASSIST IN CLEANING

1. When cleaning with the Pressure Washer, many cleaning tasks can be solved with water alone, but for
most tasks it is advantageous to use a detergent. A detergent ensures a quick soaking of the dirt, allow-
ing the high pressure to penetrate and remove the dirt more effectively. Liquid cleaners may be applied
by using the chemical injector on the pressure washer. The following section explains how to apply
cleaners with the chemical injector.

2. Apply the soap solution to a DRY work surface. NOTE: Wetting the surface first is not recom-
mended, as it dilutes the detergent and reduces its cleaning ability. On a vertical surface apply soap
horizontally, from side to side, starting from the bottom to avoid streaking.

CAUTION: Avoid working on hot surfaces or in direct sunlight to minimize the chances
of the soap damaging painted surfaces.

CAUTION
USING THE CHEMICAL INJECTOR

—

Place a container of soap or other liquid chemicals next to the unit.
2. Place the clear plastic injection tube into the container all the way to the bottom.

CAUTION: Make certain the end strainer is in place, clean, and the tube is not clogged or

kinked. Failure to do so could allow dirt, grit, sand, etc. to be sucked into the unit. This

would block orifices and cause the unit to malfunction. If the filters are not in place, the
CAUTION  warranty is void!

3. Move the adjustable nozzle forward to the low pressure position. The soap or chemical will automati-
cally be mixed with the water and discharged through the nozzle.

4. 'When you have completed the application of cleaner, release the trigger to stop the flow, move the ad-
justable nozzle backward to the high pressure position. This stops the flow of chemicals and returns to
clear water for wash down.
